If
a nameplate of this type is installed, then
the degree of protection will be degraded.
Directly attach a nameplate to the panel
surface.

Notes on Wiring

Solder the terminal at 350°C within 3
seconds, using a 60W soldering iron.
Sn-Ag-Cu solder is recommended. When
soldering, do not touch the switch housing
with the soldering iron. Also ensure that no
tensile force is applied to the terminals. Do
not bend the terminals or apply excessive
force to the terminals. Use a non-corrosive
rosin flux.
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
